8 He has only human 

strength,[a] but we have Yahweh our God to help 

us and to fight our battles.” So the people relied 

on the words of King Hezekiah of Judah.

14 Who among 

all the gods of these nations that my 

predecessors completely destroyed was able to 

deliver his people from my power, that your God 

should be able to do the same for you?

Then Hezekiah prayed before the Lord: 

Lord God of Israel who is enthroned above 

the cherubim, You are God —You alone —

of all the kingdoms of the earth. You made 

the heavens and the earth. 16 Listen closely, 

Lord, and hear; open Your eyes, Lord, and 

see. Hear the words that Sennacherib has 

sent to mock the living God. 17 Lord, it is 

true that the kings of Assyria have 

devastated the nations and their lands. 



2 Kings 19:15-19 
18 They have thrown their gods into the fire, 

for they were not gods but made by human 

hands—wood and stone. So they have 

destroyed them. 19 Now, Lord our God, 

please save us from his hand so that all the 

kingdoms of the earth may know that You 

are the Lord God—You alone.

32Therefore, this is what the Lord says 

about the king of Assyria: He will not enter 

this city or shoot an arrow there or come 

before it with a shield or build up an assault 

ramp against it.

34 I will 

defend this city and rescue it for My sake 

and for the sake of My servant David.”
