22 And one of the synagogue officials, 
named Jairus, came, and upon seeing Him, fell 
at His feet 23 and pleaded with Him earnestly, 

saying, “My little daughter is at the point of

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and lay Your hands on her, so that she will get 
well and live.” 24 And He went off with him; and a 
large crowd was following Him and pressing in

she was healed of her disease. 30 And immediately 
Jesus, perceiving in Himself that power from Him 

had gone out, turned around in the crowd and 
said, “Who touched My garments?”

Mark 5:32-34, "32 And He looked around to see the 
woman who had done this. 33 But the woman, 

fearing and trembling, aware of what had happened 
to her, came and fell down before Him and told Him 

the whole truth. 34 And He said to 
her, “Daughter, your faith has made you well; go in 

peace and be cured of your disease.”

to the synagogue official, “Do not be afraid, 
only believe.”
